Thedpsh
slow the closing, but not the opening, of the canop
The resistance is not much, so care still neetig to
taken with the canopies. The front canopy does not
have a restraining cable, just the strut. Bec#use
struts become dismembered under a canopy jettigon t
struts will pop off with modest force. If this ags

while the canopy is open, the canopy could fallrope
and be damaged. Be careful with lateral forcehen t
struts.

The Borgelt vario in the back was successfully zero
but it appears that the varios are not well comateus
It is though that it may be the TE probe, so wik wi

likely replace it. Be careful with the TE probe.
