Open-Cockpit 1-347Recently, we had an incident
where the 1-34 canopy came open on tow. No damage
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was done to the canopy other than breaking the
retaining strap, and the pilot did exactly whatalle
have been taught to do if this ever happ&i=EP
FLYING THE AIRCRAFT! The pilot was able to
land the glider safely after releasing from tow.

This was an insignificant incident because thet iépt
his head in the game and flew the tow until enough
altitude was obtained to safely land. Contrast thi
incident with a situation at another airport lasay
where three gliders were destroyed because avpéist
trying to close the canopy that had opened instéad
flying the aircraft. That pilot P1O’d his aircradind
managed to hit two others parked on the ramp.

If the canopy ever opens in flight, let it go.c#tn be
replaced. Your job is to fly your new open-cockpit
glider. | can’t speak from experience but I'm tbig
people who have had this happen to them that a side
hinged canopy is virtually impossible to close ligHt
once it has blown open. Don't bother trying toseat.
Just land and deal with it on the ground.

In this case, after a careful inspection of theopgnand
hinges and replacement of the retaining strapglider
was flying again that same afternoon.

The latch on the 1-34 can easily come open if it is
caught by a shirtsleeve or bumped with a kneeot$il
need to verify that the canopy is closed and locked
before takeoff. It has been suggested that wsase
wing tape to hold the latch closed. This is atfslo
individual choice and not one that | would necegsar
recommend.
