If you are just checked out for XC in the mountains
this could be your opportunity to make it to theit¥h
Mountains.

This week is not intended for benign Mountain XC
introduction for beginning pilots (unless you calkt
Christian into that for a dual flight). It will be
characterized by long flights (6 hours+), heavy
thermaling under high G-load, and aggressive podl-u
into strong thermals, etc. In other words, high
performance mountain XC.

For pilots who would like Jonathan or Hans to jimin
the DG for a dual flight, we require that you shasv
your capability to sustain a flight regime as meméd

Flight Committee Chairman (Jim Britton)

Rule 4.2 (b) [BASA Flight Rules]

Once you have been checked out in a BASA glider the
most basic club rules for ongoing currency reqthi:

The member shall have flown gliders as PIC:
a) at least 3 times in the past 90 days and

b) at least 3 times in the glider make and mod¢hée
past 12 months.

The first rule is a no-brainer. If you don't méwit
requirement then find an instructor and complete as
many flights in a 2-seater as required to regain
currency. Take these flights as an opportunifydiish
your skills. The second rule - if taken literallgneans
you can never fly a BASA glider again if it has bee
more than 12 months. That is not the intent.

The situation we are trying to avoid typically goes
something like this: You get checked out in thelsr
and Junior, then a DG and finally the Pegasus. You
stay current by flying in one of the 2-seaters g¥ew
weeks. A couple of years later you decide it'stim
take the Pegasus or Junior up again.

Are you current? - Are you safe?

What we want people to do in this situation ishimk
back to the time you were first checked out in that
glider. Read the POH again - certainly refreshrygelf
on any critical speeds for the glider. If it's tPegasus -
read Harry's transition notes again.

If it's the Junior, study the checklist you comptkt
when you were first checked out.

Then email the flight committee
(flightcomm@flybasa.orgto request a waiver based on
your recent flying and your homework. On your next
flight, take some quiet time away from the fligimd to
get comfortable in the ship again and mentally run
through your checklists.

Some people ask why we have such strict rules. The
main reasons are:

a) We don't want anybody to get hurt.

b) We want to preserve the value of your gliderd an
minimize down time.

¢) We don't want to have to charge you for anyirgpa
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All of the above should be common sense. Butif yo
need a financial reason for staying current, renemb
this. We are self-insured for hull damage. The
deductible is up to $2000 for damage to one of the
DGs. But if you are in violation of club rulesBARs
then we reserve the right to charge you for thie ful
amount of the repair. So stay current and thaesless
thing to worry about.

Legal - But Safe?

| have lifted these words directly from your Sogrin
Safety Foundation

In recent years, the National Transportation Safety
Board has determined that the failure of the pitot
command to maintain control of the aircraft hasibee
cited as a recurring probable cause in a number of
glider accidents. For the five-year period 1995,

for example, 26 glider accident investigations were
concluded with this brief and compelling statement.
Furthermore, the number of accidents in which lofss
aircraft control is a factor increases dramaticalljth

the inclusion of stall/spin related events. This i
especially troubling because the very essenceaif pi
responsibility is the ability to maintain contral the
aircraft in all flight regimes ... Accidents, whicesult
from loss of aircraft control typically, involve iitiple
contributing factors, the most notable of whiclpilet
proficiency. Proficiency, by definition, is "theate of
performing a given skill with expert correctness."
Unlike other activities, however, proficiency apikot
encompasses a wide range of required knowledge and
skills, including the ability to operate the airdtén a
precise and coordinated manner, an understanding of
the regulatory requirements for operations in the
national airspace system, and a knowledge of the
aircraft and related systems. Furthermore, a pitaist
be able to continuously evaluate the effects of a
dynamic meteorological environment on the condfict o
the flight . Pilot proficiency, therefore, relatesthe
pilot's ability to perform tasks associated witle $afe
conduct of a flight with expert correctness.

In closing, remember that current and proficieng ar
adjectives used to describe separate and distavel$
of competency. In the context of aviation, beimgent
simply means that a pilot has complied with the
regulations and is legal to exercise the privilegésis
or her pilot certificate. Proficiency, on the othHwand,
describes a pilot who conducts each flight with
competence of a professional or, in other wordpgétx
correctness. Proficiency also means making the
commitment to put safety above all other
considerations every time we fly. Most important,
however, proficiency means much more than simply
being legal to fly. It's about being safe to fly.
